Malayalam Scholars and Maharshi Badrayan Vyas Samman for young scholars in
the same fields - Recommendations for the year 2018,

Sir,

A scheme for the Award of the Certificates of Honours was introduced in the year
1958 to honour the scholars of Sanskrit, Arabic and Persian Languages. The scheme was
extended to cover Pali/Prakrit in year 1996. Certificate of Honour is awarded to Scholars of
eminence over 60 years of age with outstanding contribution in the field of Sanskrit, Arabic,
Persian or Pali/Prakrit. This scheme envisages a onetime monetary grant of Rs.5,00,000/-
to the Scholars. This Scheme included one award of Certificate of Honour to one Scholar of
either of Pali or Prakrit for a year. In addition to this, the Scheme also provides for Maharshi
Badrayan Vyas Samman for young scholars in the age group of 30 to 45 years in the field of
Sanskrit, Pali/Prakrit, Arabic and Persian This award carries an amount of Rs. 1.00 lakh as
one-time payment to each Awardee along with a Sanad and a shawl, which is presented by
Hon'ble President of India. However, from the year 2016, it has been decided to_give
separate awards to scholars of Pali & Prakrit (one each) both under Category of Certificate of
Honour & Maharshi Badrayan Vyas Samman.

2. In addition to this, 32 more awards in Four Classical Languages (8 each) namely
Classical Oriya, Classical Kannada, Classical Telugu and Classical Malayalam are
introduced from this year onwards with the approval of Ministry of Home Affairs (the Nodal
Ministry). This proposal has also received approval of Hon’ble Prime Minister and the
Hon’ble President of India.

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} You are accordingly requested to recommend the names of only those Scholars of
eminence in the field of Sanskrit, Pali, Prakrit, Arabic, Persian, Classical Oriya, Classical
Kannada, Classical Telugu and Classical Malayalam studies for these awards in the
enclosed proforma for recommendation, who have teaching experience, published works —
number of books / articles published, research work and have kept the traditional Sanskrit,
Pali, Prakrit, Arabic, Persian, Classical Oriya, Classical Kannada, Classical Telugu and
Classical Malayalam studies alive. '

5. it may also be ensured that for consideration under these Classical Languages,
the nominee must have worked in Classical texts of languages and about classical
phase of the language, even though the resulted works might be in modern form of
language.

6. Recommendations for Maharshi Badrayan Vyas Samman may be made only for those
young Scholars who have made a breakthrough in inter-disciplinary studies involving
contribution of Sanskrit or ancient Indian wisdom, to the process of synergy between
modernity & tradition and Scientist & I.T professional working for promotion of science in
these languages.

7. The recommendations should clearly bring out the specific achievement for which the
Award is recommended and may please be sent alomg with character & antecedent
certificate of the scholar in the proforma enclosed, to the Ministry latest by 30 April,
2018. Incomplete recommendations and the recommendations received after the last date
will not be considered. While sending recommendations, copies of best five (maximum)
published works of the nominee along with detailed list of his all published work must be
forwarded in the absence of which it will not be possible to assess the suitability of the
nomination for the Award.

8. Particulars in respect of the scholars recommended for the award may be furnished
in the attached proforma. In the absence of full details, it becomes difficult to give due
consideration to the recommendations. It is, therefore, requested that full particulars may
kindly be furnished against each column of the proforma.

"9, It is also requested that while making the recommendations, State Governments, etc.
may assess the particulars of the individuals carefully for this purpose. There is no
objection to their setting up an Expert Committee for Preliminary Selection of Scholars. In
case there is no suitable scholar worthy of recommendations for the award, “NIL’
information may please be sent. Names of those scholars who were recommended in
previous years but were not selected can be considered again for the award for this year.

10. While recommending the names for the Awards, it may be stressed that awards are

meant for scholars who are proficient in the respective languages and the respective fields of
specialization and not those with just a smattering knowledge of the literature available in

these languages.
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Al Itis requested that where considered necessary, Universities / Literary and other
Voluntary Organizations eic. may also be consulted confidentially before making the

recommendatior.

12. These Awards are not awarded to those scholars who received this award earlier; or -
not awarded posthumously; or not awarded to persons who have been convicted by & court
in & criminal case or against whom sny criminal case is pending in a court. Therefors, 10
avoid any embarrassment to the Government oCCurrence of any event making the nominee
ineligible for the Award must be reported immediately to the Govt, and it will be the sole

respensibility of the person sending the nomination to report such event.

13. The recommending guthorities are requested to maintain complete secrecy and
dignity of this award by not entertaining any application or request from individual scholars
themselves, Discreet enquiries may be made for collecting full information/details about
the concerned scholar from other sources, since they are not supposed to know that their
name was being recommended. No material furnished by the Scholar himself should be
entertained or sent along with the recommendation. Canvassing of any sort on the part of
the scholar will be against his own. interest and shall be viewed seriously.
