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INTRODUCTION:-

Victims of a biological agent attack may
not suffer from any  observable
symptoms.

A Biological agent attack may not be
immediately obvious as there is an
incubation period during which the ill
effects of the agent are not observed.
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Pre paration Before Attack

To confirm and identify a biological
agent attack takes time.

Some thing you can do in the interim,
like monitor the news and practice
good hygiene.

Monitor the mass media closely for
further information on the sign and
symptoms of the use of biological
agent.

Disease and where to seek emergency
medical case if you become illL
Practice good hygiene and cleanliness
to avoid further spreading of germs.
Many common diseases have similar
symptoms, do not assume that any of
these diseases is the result of the
declared biclogical emergency.

Seek medical advice if you are
unsure.
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During Attack: - if you think someone
has been exposed take precautions.

> It is important to have respiratory
protection if you want to approach
someone suspected of exposure to a
biological agent.
Keep distance from the person and
avoid direct contact.
Call for medical help and always need
to advice provided by the of Health
Department.
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After Attack

If you suspect that you have been
exposed to an attack, these are the
precautions you should take.

» Quickly identify the area where the
suspected biological agent release is
and move away immediately.

Cover your nose and mouth with
layers of cloth that can filter the air
but still allow breathing.
Contact the building management
and police.
At the earliest opportunity shower
thoroughly with soap and water and
change into clean set of clothing,
If your family member becomes sick
or develops a fever, seek medical
advice at the hospital indicated by the
authorities.
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
